No. 12-7/2010/NTCA.—Whereas a notification No.15-31/2012-NTCA of the Government of India,
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (National Tiger Conservation Authority) under clause (c)
of sub-section (1) of section 38-O of the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972 (No. 53 of 1972) issuing guidelines
to be followed for the purpose of tiger conservation in the buffer and core area of tiger reserves and laying
down normative standards for tourism activities in tiger reserves was published in the Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, Part-III, Section 4 on the 8th November, 2012;
And whereas the Central Government is committed to provide amenities for staff welfare to attract the
best talent in the working age groups; 4
Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under clause (c) of sub-section (1) of section 38-O
of the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972, the Central Government hereby makes the following amendments to
the said notification, namely:—
In the said notification, after para 16.16 and entries relating thereto, the para 16.16.1 and Note thereto
shall be inserted, namely:
“16.16.1 As a motivation factor to the frontline staff of tiger reserves, the ration allowance shall be
provided as under:
(i) Eligibility : Forester, Forest Guards and below, working on regular pay rolls at field level (viz.
Watchers, Van Mazdoors, Malis, Chowkidars and Mahawats and allied services). .
(ii) Rate : An amount of 860 rupees per month under the ongoing Centrally Sponsored Scheme of
Project Tiger as approved and admissible to the staff of Special Tiger Protection Force.
Note : The above ration allowance for the existing categories of eligible employees shall come into force from
the date of its publication in the Official Gazette”.
