These guidelines may be called the National Tiger Conservation Authority (Tiger
Conservation Foundation) Guidelines, 2007,
They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

Definitions.— In these guidelines, unless the context otherwise requires —

“Act” means the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972 (33 of 1972),

“Executive Committee” means an executive committee of the Foundation
constituted by its trust of deed;

“Foundation” means the Tiger Conservation Foundation established under section
38X of the Act;

“Governing Body” means governing body of the Foundation as constituted by its
trust of deed;

“implementing agency” means a tiger reserve notified under section 38V of this
Act or a reserve already notified by the State Government under Project Tiger
Scheme;

“Operations Manual” means the administrative code of the Foundation approved by
the State Government;

“Rules of the Foundation” means the approved trust of deed and Operations
Manual of the Foundation; :

“staff " means any employee of the Foundation appointed by appropriate authority
and shall include consultants, professionals engaged on contract, staff on
deputation, daily wage workers, etc.;

“State Government” means the State Government of the Tiger Reserve State;
“Tiger Conservation Authority” means the National Tiger Conservation Authority
constituted under section 38L of the Act;

“tiger reserve” means the areas notified as such under scction 38V, apart from those
aiready notified by State Governments under Project Tiger Scheme;

“tiger reserve state” means a state having tiger reserve.

Constitution of Tiger Reserve Foundation.—

(1) The State Government shall establish a Tlger Conservation Foundation in each
tiger reserve for facilitating and supporting its management for conservation of
tiger -and biodiversity, apart fl‘:ﬁ'l takmg ecotourism and ecodevelopment

initiatives by involving people in* ocess.

{(2) The Foundation shall be a trusg“;eg;stered ‘under the re]evant rules of the
. Government, KE

(3) The Head Office of the Foundation shall be located at an administratively
convenient location in pl'OleIty to the tiger reserve.

(4) The area of operation of the Foundation shall be the tiger reserve and its
adjoining landscape, forming the impact zone with possible corridor value for
dispersal of wild animals from the tiger reserve. o

Aim and Objectives of the Trust.—

The aim of the Foundation shall be to facilitate and support the tiger reserve
management for conservation of tiger and biodiversity, through multi-stakeholder
participation as per approved management plans, and to support similar initiatives
in adjoining landscapes, consistent with the national and state legislations.

For the furtherance of the said objectives, the functions of the Foundation shall be
undertaken through the implementing agency and its staff and or sponsored or
supported by it or through other institutions, agencies or 1nd1v1duals collaborated

" by the implementing agency.

To achieve the above said aim, the Foundation shall have. the following objectives,
namely -

(a)  to facilitate ecological, economic, social and cultural development in the
tiger reserve and adjoining landscape;

M) to provide support to safeguard the natural enwronment in the tiger reserve
and relevant places;

(c) to facilitate the creation of, and or maintenance of such assets as felt
necessary for fulfilling the above said objectives;

(d)  to solicit technical, financial, social and other support requlred for the
activities of the Foundation for achlevmg the above said objectives from
different sources permitted by law;

(e) to support ecotourism, ecodevelopment, research, environmental education,
training, management and advisory aspects in the above and related fields to
support the implementing agency; and

Govemning Body of the Foundation.—

The Tiger Reserve State shall have a governing body for giving overall policy
guidance and direction to the Tiger Conservatlon Foundation.

The Governing Body of the Tiger Conservation Foundation shall consist of the

(5) The Govering Body shall have the following powers and perform the following
functions, namely:-
(a)  make over all policy of the Foundation in consonance with the provisions of
the Act;
(b)  consider and approve the balance sheet and audited accounts of the
Foundation; '
(¢)  consider and approve the Annual Report of the Foundation;

(d) approve the work plan, fund flow, Annual Budget of the Foundation;

(e) make amendment in the deed of trust, which may be necessary, subject to
the approval of the Government;

4] approve the “Operations Manual” of the Foundation;

(g)  coordinate between different departments and other institutions and non
Governmental organisations to achieve the objectives of the Foundation;

(h) frame rules and regulations under the provisions of the trust of deed for
managing the affairs of the Foundation;

(1) take all policy decisions regarding fund raising, investment and budget of
the Foundation;

undertaken by the Foundation; and

perform such other functions as may necessary to aclueve the objectives of
the trust.

The Field Director of the Tiger Reserve shall be the Executive Director of
the Foundation and he or she shall carryout all administrative and day-to-
day functions of the Foundation on behalf of the Executive Committee and
he shall be the custodian of all records, assets and belongings of the
Foundation. : :

The Executive Director shall have the following powers in conformity with
the rules of the Foundation; namely:- '

The Executive Director shall have powers to convene seminars, workshops,

etc., and to oversee publications of research materials and ‘books of the
Foundation, : :

The Executive Director shall initiate appropriate actions for the preparation

and submission of project proposals on different programmes- to be
undertaken by the Foundation to various agencies for support. )

The Executive Director shall have powers to interact with National and
International Agencies for furthering the objectives of the Foundation.
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9. Property, Assets and Liabilities.-

(1) The income and property of the Foundation, howsoever derived, shall be applied
solely towards the promotion of the objectives thereof as set-forth above. '

(2) No portion of the income and property of the Foundation shall be paid or
transferred directly or indirectly, by way of dividend, bonus or otherwise,
howsoever, by way of profit, to the persons who at any point of time have been
members of the Foundation or to any of them or to any person claiming through
them.

(3) Provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment of remuneration
to any member or any person in return of any service rendered to the Foundation or
for any administrative expenses as stipulated in the Operations Manual.

10. Powers of the Government.-

The Government may time to time review the functioning of the Foundation and
issue such directions as it may consider necessary in respect of the affairs of the
Foundation.

11. Financial Regulations.-
A. Funds of the Trust:

The following shall be the various sources of funds for running the affairs of the
Foundation in conformity with the rules and regulations of the trust, namely:-

{a) the income generated from levying tourist entry fees and other charges for the
services generated out of the Tiger Reserve;

(b) contribution from other sources in terms of specific projects from national as well
as international agencies as permitted by law;

(c) grant-in-aids, donation or assistance of any kind from any individuals or
organizations including foreign Governments and other external agencies as
permitted by law; and

(d) any other activity as permitted by law and in conformity with the rules of the trust.

B. Accounts and Audit:

(a) the Foundation shall maintain proper accounts and prepare annual accounts
comprising of the receipts and payments, statement of liabilities, etc., in such form
as may be determined;

{b) the accounts of the Foundation shall be audited annually by the qualified Chartered
Accountant, empanelled by the Comptroller Auditor-General of India, approved by
the Governing Body;

(¢) the audited accounts shall be discussed and approved by the Governing Body in its
annual meeting held for the purpose; and

() the accounts of the Foundation shall be subjected to the general provisions and
directives of the Comptroller and Auditor-General of India.

12. Dissolution of the Foundation.-

The Foundation is irrevocable, however, in the event of any circumstance in which
it is decided to terminate or dissolve the Foundation, after the satisfaction of all its debts
and liabilities, any assets and property, whatsoever be the same, shall not be paid to or
distributed among the members of the Foundation but shall be dealt with in such manner as
the State Government may determine in that behalf.
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13. Miscellaneous._—

(1) As and when there is any change in the nomenclature of Ministries, Departments,
or institution and designation mentioned, such changes shall automatically stand
incorporated in the rules of the Foundation.

(2) Every staff of the Foundation may be sued or prosecuted by the Foundation for any

loss or damage caused to the Foundation or its property or for anything done by
him detrimental to the interests of the Foundation.

4. Objects of the Fund.— The Fund shall be utll‘ZCd by the Tiger Conservation

(b) for all expenses incurred by the Authority in the discharge of its functions
and duties relating to funding support to tiger reserves in States for tiger
conservation; and

(c) any other expenditure required to be incurred by the Authority.

5. Operation of the Fund.— (1) The Fund shall be operated by the Member-
Secretary of the Tiger Conservation Authority with the sanction of the Chairperson.

(2) The Fund shall be maintained in two separate heads of accounts, one relatmg
to the receipt from the grants and loans made by the Central Government, "and
the other concerning the fee and charges, received by the Tiger Conservation
Authority. :

6. Eligible Implementing Agency.-

(1) The Tiger Conscrvatlon Authority may provide funding support for tiger
conservation to a tiger reserve State, to be implemented by the tiger reserve,
which would be the Implementing Agency as approved by the Authority.

(2)  Without prejudice and in addition to any other guidelines and regulations, the
Implementing Agency would only be considered for financial assistance from
the Fund, if it fulfills the following requirements:—

(a) the Implementing Agency is a tiger reserve recognised by the Tiger
Conservation Authority;
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(b) the Implementing Agency is empowered by its formation documents (such as
the notification of its constitution, Memorandum of Understanding, etc.);

(c) the activities of the implementing agency are for the benefit and in the
interests of conservation of tiger, its habitat, co-predators, prey animals,
addressing the ecodevelopment, livelihood concerns of people living in and
around such areas;

(d) the Implementing Agency maintains regular accounts of its receipts and
expenditure, which shall provide a true and fair view of the financial condition
of such agency and are audited by a Chartered Accountant or the Government
Auditor;

(e) the instrument under which the Implementing Agency is constituted do not
contain any provision for the transfer or application at any time of the whole
or any part of its income or assets for any purpose which is or may be in
conflict or inconsistent with the object or purpose of the Fund, generally, or
that of the financial assistance by way of grant if any extended to the
Implementing Agency, in particular,

(3)  The question as to whether the above requirements are duly and fully satisfied

by an Implementing Agency shall be decided by the National Tiger
Conservation Authority.

7. Procedure for applying for financial assistance from the Fund.— (1) All
applications for financial assistance from the Fund shall be made by an Implementing
Agency in the form of Annual Plan of Operation based on the Management Plan of
the tiger reserve, duly approved by the concemned Chief Wildlife Warden and the
Tiger Conservation Authority, for which financial assistance is being sought.

(2)  The form duly completed in all respects shall be submitted (in duplicate) to
the Member-Secretary.

(3) The financial assistance by way of grant shall be made out of the Fund to the
Implementing Agency, if approved by the Authority, subject to such
conditions as may be imposed on by the Authority and the financial assistance
may be withdrawn at any timne, if the conditions are not complied with.

8. Fund releasing process.— (1) The Tiger Conservation Authority, shall after due
vetting of the proposal received from a tiger reserve state through its process, may
release funds to the Tiger Conservation Foundation established by the Implementing
Agency under section 38X of the Act, under intimation to the concermned State
Government.

(2) The necessary budget provision including the matching grant for meeting the
recurring items of expenditure as done under Project Tiger on a 50:50 basis
should be ensured by the tiger reserve state and made available to the
respective Tiger Conservation Foundation so that the Implementing Agency is
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9.

in a position to utilize the fund within a fortnight of its release from the
Authority.

Suspension of financial assistance.~ (1) The Tiger Conservation Authonty

may provide and fix definite time schedule for completion of the activities, require a
Memorandum of Understanding with the tiger reserve state and Implementmg
Agencies.

(2) The Tiger Conservation Authority, with a view to ensure compliance of these

guidelines, may suspend, postpone or defer payment .of any installment of
financial assxstance or may impose new conditions for such payment at any

. time.

Ownership and maintenance of assets.— (1) The Impilementing Agency shall

retain, hold and use all moneys received by it from the Fund and all assets created
with such moneys solely and exclusively for the purpose for which the moneys were

received by the Implementing Agency and for no other purpose, without prior written
permission of the Authority.

The Implementing Agency shall have no right to divert or transfer any such
money or assets or to create any encumbrances thereon of any kind, or to part
with possession thereof, thhout the written permission of the Tiger

The Tiger Conservation Authority may, if it has sufficient reason to believe,
or is of the opinion that the implementing agency~

(a) is not capable of completing or implementing the activities as stipulated;

(b) is likely to be liquidated or wound up or may cease to carry on its nogmal

(c) is likely to undergo substantial reorgamzatlon or restructunng which may

adversely affect its eligibility to receive financial assistance from the Fund;

(d) is unable to maintain and preserve the assets acquired or created out of such

financial assistance;

(e) is unable to perform or is likely to commit breach of its obhgatlons in respect

of the financial assistance granted to it or the assets or otherwise;

(f) may act or operate against the purpose of the Fund or otherwise ‘agamst the

Act, then at any time, revoke the grant of financial assistance and, in that case
the Implementing Agency shall be disentitled to retain the moneys paid or
payable out of the Fund and of the assets created thereby which shall cease to
be entrusted to or with it, but without prejudice of the Authority’s right to take
any other action in accordance with any law for the time being in force.

Maintenance of Accounts.— The Tiger Conservation Authority shall maintain

the books of accounts in such form and ‘maniier as prescribed by the Central
Government in consultation with the Comptroller and Auditor General of India.

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12, Programme Processing Procedure.— The Tiger Conservation Authority shall
process and vet the programme proposals in consultation with the technical experts
available with the Authority or as may necessary from time to time.

13, Monitoring Procedure.- The monitoring of the activities taken up with the
financial assistance out of the Fund shall be effected, inter alia, in the following
manner :

(a) carrying out inspections, examination of the books of accounts and issuance of
directions to the Implementing Agency or any other person associated with
the programme;

(b} visits by the officers of the Tiger Conservation Authonty to the tlger reserves
and other areas as required under the Act;

(c) hiring specialists of the subject, in accordance with the programmes taken up
under the Fund;

14.  Funds received by the Authority.—

(1) Eligibility:

(a) the donations may be made by individuals as well as corporate and non
corporate bodies;

(b) all donations to be made by the donors shall be and shall deem to be
unconditional and irrevocable;

(c) such donations shall form part of the Fund and shall vest in the Tiger
Conservation Authority with its absolute and unfettered right of retention,
application, utilization, disbursement and disposal thereof or any part
thereof.

(2) Procedure for making donations: The donations to the Fund shall be
specifically made out in the name of the Tiger Conservation Authority Fund
and sent to the Member-Secretary, National Tiger Conservation Authority,
Barrack No. 5, Bikaner House, Shahjahan Road, New Delhi, who shall issue
receipts in Form appended to these guidelines to the donors and while making
such donation, the donor shall provide following particulars, namely:—-

(a) Name of the donor,

(b) Address,

(c) Bank Draft / Cheque number with date and name of the Bank,
(d) Amount of donation.

(3) (a) The donors to the Fund may recommend their preference for the
Implementing Agency for which the donation may be utilized.

(b) The recommendations, if any, of the donors may be given due
consideration to the extent deemed appropriate by the Tiger
Conservation Authority which shall not, however, be in any manner
answerable to the donors or any person for its decision in this behalf.

‘(¢) The decisions in this regard shall be final and no correspondence shall
be entertained.

15.  Power of the Authority to modify guidelines etc.- The Authority may,
from time to time, amend or modify these guidelines and regulations as it may
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consider necessary in the interest of or for the furtherance of the objects of the .
Fund. . ’

16.  Trust or Agency to be implied.-

Notwithstanding anything contained in these guidelines, the Tiger
Conservation Authority shall not and in any circumstances be regarded as
a trustee or agent of any persons (including donors ‘or implementing
agencies) for any purpose whatever and the Authority shall not be
answerable or accountable to any such person in any manner for any

reason including any act of omission or commission on the part of the
Authority., '
