Descrip on:  LUMCON’s Estuarine Awareness and Discovery (LEAD) camp is a week‐long residenƟal camp 

designed to give high school students a chance to scienƟfically explore Louisiana’s coastal environments.  

The focus of this camp is to increase student understanding and appreciaƟon of marine science by allowing 

them to uƟlize LUMCON’s world class research vessels, oceanographic equipment, laboratories, and science 

staff.  Students will beƩer understand of the scienƟfic process, scienƟfic data collecƟon methods, and using 

data to answer quesƟons.  They will have the opportunity to gain skill sets and build a network of contacts 

that can be useful in future career and academic pursuits.  Campers complete LEAD Camp with a new 

awareness and understanding of the ecosystem, the threats to our coast, and the roles they can have in 

protecƟng Louisiana’s natural resources. 

Camp Highlights:  Field and laboratory acƟviƟes make each day a new adventure.   

Camp acƟviƟes include:  

● cruises aboard a research vessel ● scienƟfic discussions with science professional

● a trip to one of the barrier islands ● a paddle trip through the salt marsh

● In‐depth laboratory acƟviƟes ● plant and animal populaƟon surveys
